To enter the venue you need your accredtition

CHANGING ROOMS
Changing rooms will be provided in the stadium.

WARM UP AREA
To warm up, you may use the indoor facility in the Olympic Stadium (located close to the marathon gate).

DOPING CONTROL

The NADA will carry out urine doping controls according to the “WA Anti-Doping Regulations” (in force as from 1st Janua-
ry, 2021) and according to the rules on the WA homepage: https://worldathletics.org/about-iaaf/documents/book-of-ru-
les.

Please make sure to bring a valid ID for your identification.

COMPETITION CONTROLS
After every competition, selected athletes will be informed to attend the doping procedures.

RECORD CONTROLS
For world or area record a test will be mandatory. In case of a national record a test is only required if it is demanded by
the national federation. In this case, the responsibility lies with the athletes or/and officials.

CALL ROOM

All athletes of a specific discipline will enter the arena together by passing through the call room. For detailed information
please check the times given in the call room list. The clothing will be checked at the call room. Advertising and displays
of promotional nature on clothes and bags worn within the competition area must comply with WA Rule 18 and the WA
Regulations accompanying this rule.

If you contravene the WA-Advertising-Rules we are forced to reduce your appearance fees as well as your prize money.

VICTORY CEREMONY
there will be a victory ceremany for all winners of each discipline. The first one will take place at approx. 04:55 pm and the
second one at approx. 06:25 pm. Non-participation at the victory ceremony will cause loss of prize money.
